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What is this course about?

How can we design, build and sustain ‘democracies’ in less than ideal circumstances?  Some countries are at risk of being torn apart after the breakdown of authoritarian regimes,  whilst others are struggling to deal with warring ethnic and national groups. We focus on difficult transitions to democracy as well as on the causes of democratic breakdown, including the threat posed by violent conflict, whether within established democracies or in newly democratising states.
We begin with the deceptively simple question ‘what is democracy’? and what would a ‘good democratic outcome’ look like?  Severe ethnic and national conflicts pose particularly dangerous threats to peace and stability. Many parts of the world have responded to these threats with negotiations among the main warring parties, and strategies of power-sharing, partition, secession, and federalism. We examine the advantages and possible problems with these ‘solutions’ before moving on to consider constitutional, parliamentary/presidential and electoral system design for divided societies.  
Throughout the course we will mix conceptual and comparative discussion with special ‘case-study days’ when we look at one case in more detail.  For example: Case Study 1: Northern Ireland – examines how well established democratic systems manage violent conflict and terrorism, and evaluates  the ‘solutions’ that have been tried in order to try and discover what might be successful.  By contrast, Case Study 2: Iraq and Kurdistan– examines the multiple difficulties of trying to build an inaugural democracy following the overthrow of a brutal dictatorship by a US-led ‘invasion’ or ‘liberation’ force (take your pick). We will examine the great difficulties of designing and implementing a durable democracy, in the face of widespread violence, an ‘occupation’ force and growing tensions between Sunni’s, Shia’s and Kurds.  To what extent can democracy be established by external forces via foreign intervention/occupation?
How important were international influences, as opposed to domestic ones, in recent democratic revolutions in post-communist states? For example, Case Study 3 –  Serbia, Georgia and Ukraine, the so-called ‘coloured revolutions’.

Building stable and peaceful democracies is obviously particularly difficult when they are beset not just by ‘conflict’ but by large-scale violence. Why have terrorism and insurgency emerged in some states, but not in others?. Why have some insurgencies and terrorist campaigns been successful, but not others?  

The two biggest waves of transitions to democracy in the last decades have been occurring in Latin America and Eastern Europe and we will give both continents/regions particular attention.  Case-Study 4 – the Former Yugoslavia, will look at the collapse of  the old Yugoslavia and the attempts to build democracies in its successor states.  Case Study 5 –Mexico will examine the transition to democracy in that country despite the fact that the political elite was at the same time pursuing market reform policies that most Mexicans did not welcome. It will look in detail at how economic liberalism and democratisation have been in conflict in Mexico in some ways, and in co-operation in others.

Finally in a round-table ‘questions and answers’ session we will attempt to sum-up and draw some general conclusions and lessons for the future.

For those taking the course for credit there will be  one short written assignment and one exam at the end.

Teaching arrangements for Lectures and Classes

Each morning there will be a lecture by an academic in the department from 10-1pm (don’t worry we will not talk for three hours without a break!) focusing on the importance of assigned readings, schools of thought inspired by the assigned readings, and relevant case studies. The lecture will assume some knowledge of the readings, and may focus on how arguments are formulated and what they are, or on why and how they have been important. There will be some time for questions and discussion.
 

Each afternoon there will also be a separate one-hour class. These classes will contain student presentations on essential and further readings, and also issues under discussion that day. Student participation will be critical.'

Lecture 2 : Democratic institutions and the state








(Prof Philip)

Key issues

A properly functioning democracy needs an effective state which is not itself run on democratic principles (in the sense that civil servants and Central bankers are not directly elected). The state must, though, uphold the democratic process. Furthermore the credibility of a democratic system will depend upon the performance of the state.

This set of relationships is extremely problematic. This session looks at two potential problems, state ‘illiberalism’ and the over-politicisation of the state by elected politicians.

Lecture 3 : Ethno-National Conflicts as a Threat to Democracy (Dr Mitchell). 

Key issues

Ethnic and national conflicts have clearly re-emerged as one of the world’s greatest political problems, with serious conflicts breaking out in most parts of the globe.  In the first part of the lecture we will consider why nationalism and ethnonationalism can be such a serious threat to democracy.  Having identified some of the problems we will then move to analyse some of the  structural ‘solutions’ that have been proposed. These will include policies of partition and secession, integration and federalism.

Consider the threats posed to democratic values posed by the existence of serious ethnic conflict within a single national territory. What solutions hold out the best hope of success?

Lecture 4 : Constitutional Design for Divided Societies 





(Dr Mitchell) 

Key issues

A traditional principle of democracy is that the will of the majority should prevail. However in ethnically or religiously polarised societies, in which loyalties are ascriptive and ‘floating voters’ are few, minorities may have little opportunity to participate and the much heralded ‘will of the majority’ may be little more than majority dictatorship. This poses obvious problems for democratic stability and also violates our ideas of political fairness and individual rights. Constitutional means of resolving ethnic or religious conflicts are possible but not simple. Sometimes, moreover, even sophisticated means of balancing power do not work. Today we will focus on the opportunities and difficulties posed by two main types of ‘internal’ political engineering for divided societies:  (1) Consociational or power-sharing democracy, and (2) Electoral Systems, parties and voting in divided societies.

Lecture 10  Democracy and development in Latin America (Professor Philip) 
Key issues

Over the past 15 years Latin America has been going through an unprecedented conjunction of epoch-making political and economic change, from authoritarianism to democracy and from a state centred matrix of economic development toward free-market economies. In historical terms, political and economic change were originally only contingently related but their parallel occurrence has opened the possibility of revisiting established theories about the relations between political change and economic development. We can now advance new arguments on issues such as sequencing and causality and to submit both theories and arguments to comparative empirical testing.

Essay questions

It has been commonly assumed that the interaction of free markets and competitive democracies in poor, unequal and divided societies would unleash highly unstable forces which will combine to undermine both economic growth and political democracy. Does the processes of transition to free market economics in contemporary Latin America confirm or undermine this assumption?

Lecture 11 :  Democratic Transition in Eastern Europe (Dr Dimitrov). 

Key issues
In the course of their transition to democracy, the East European countries have had to confront a number of difficult problems of institutional design. In terms of executive-legislative relations, they have had to strike a balance between the contending merits of presidential and parliamentary system. They have had to transform their government institutions from primarily administrative bodies to executives capable of policy formation and authoritative decision-making. Another major challenge has been that of establishing a civil service capable of providing professional but politically-sensitive support to democratic governments.

Lecture 12: Democracy and Political Parties in Eastern Europe (Dr Dimitrov)

Key issues
The development of representative political parties is a key element in the establishment of a functioning democracy. The process of party formation is influenced by the choice of electoral system and the cleavage patterns existing in society. In the case of Eastern Europe, the emergence of a Left-Right party system has been hampered by the levelling impact of Communism, the social dislocation produced by the transition to market economy, the pervasive influence of ‘umbrella’ movements and the impact of nationalism.

How important has the Left-Right cleavage been in the development of the post-communist party systems in Eastern Europe? Answer with reference to at least two countries.

Lecture 13: Case Studies: the Former Yugoslavia (Dr Dimitrov)

Key issues
The decay of the Yugoslav federation can be traced back to the 1970s, when the rising power of the republics and the weakening of central institutions undermined the basis of the federal state. The collapse of Communism and the transition to democracy created conditions for the rise of nationalist politicians in republics such as Serbia, Croatia and Slovenia. The disintegration of the federation was followed by a series of conflicts between and within the republics, driven by the desire to create ‘ethnically pure’ territorial entities.
